STURGIS LIBRARY
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Sturgis Library, a historic public library in the
village of Barnstable, Massachusetts, is dedicated
to promoting the study of Cape Cod history and
8enea1081] while serving the needs of a

contemporary community.

Built in 1644 as a meeting house for the
Reverend John Lothrop, founder of Barnstable,
and established as a public library in 1867, the
Sturgis Library is housed in the oldest library
building in the country.

William Sturgis, a direct descendant of Rev.
Lothrop, willed the house, plus $15,000 in bonds,

for the establishment of a town library in the

Village of Barnstable.

Today, Sturgis Library is a national treasure that
is listed in the National Register of Historic
Places. The Librarqqs collections have grown to
over 05000 volumes inclucling special
collections of Barnstable County history,

genealogy, and maritime culture.
